Genesis 7:7, 16: And Noah and his sons and his wife and 
his sons’ wives with him went into the ark to escape the 
waters of the flood….And the LORD shut him in.

New Testament

Fulfilment/Culmination in Revelation: 



Revelation 16: 1-6-Then one of the seven angels who had the seven 
bowls came and said to me, “Come, I will show you the judgment 
of the great prostitute who is seated on many waters, 2 with 
whom the kings of the earth have committed sexual immorality, 
and with the wine of whose sexual immorality the dwellers on 
earth have become drunk.” 3 And he carried me away in the 
Spirit into a wilderness, and I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet 
beast that was full of blasphemous names, and it had seven heads 
and ten horns. 4 The woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet, 
and adorned with gold and jewels and pearls, holding in her 
hand a golden cup full of abominations and the impurities of her 
sexual immorality. 5 And on her forehead was written a name of 
mystery: “Babylon the great, mother of prostitutes and of earth’s 
abominations.” 6 And I saw the woman, drunk with the blood of 
the saints, the blood of the martyrs of Jesus. 



Revelation 18: Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great!..... Come out of her, 
my people, lest you take part in her sins, lest you share in her plagues; 
5 for her sins are heaped high as heaven, and God has remembered her 
iniquities…… As she glorified herself and lived in luxury, so give her a 
like measure of torment and mourning, since in her heart she says, ‘I 
sit as a queen, I am no widow, and mourning I shall never see.’….. So 
will Babylon the great city be thrown down with violence, and will be 
found no more; and the sound of harpists and musicians, of flute 
players and trumpeters, will be heard in you no more, and a 
craftsman of any craft will be found in you no more, and the sound of 
the mill will be heard in you no more, 23 and the light of a lamp will 
shine in you no more, and the voice of bridegroom and bride will be 
heard in you no more, for your merchants were the great ones of the 
earth, and all nations were deceived by your sorcery. 24 And in her 
was found the blood of prophets and of saints, and of all who have 
been slain on earth.”



Revelation 11:15: Then the 
seventh angel blew his 
trumpet, and there were 
loud voices in heaven, 
saying, “The kingdom of 
the world has become the 
kingdom of our Lord and of 
his Christ, and He shall 
reign forever and ever.”



Goal : To grow in the knowledge of the 
Lord in order to treasure Him more fully 
and to reflect Him more accurately as we 
are conformed to His image.
